ON THE PROBLEM OF LACKING A SINGLE DEFINITION
OF TERRORISM

It should be understood that the absence of a single definition of terrorism is
determined by the need to define, in accordance with the situation, one or another group
of criminals as terrorists if they oppose our influence, or as freedom fighters if we are
“in the same team”. It is necessary to distance oneself from the current moment and: to
conduct no research of terrorism when the terror of the state is aimed against it own
citizens, both in the mother country and in its colonies. Any research of such ideology
of terrorism will be reduced to meaningless disputes regarding traditions, definitions
of the happiness of its citizens, the “great” objectives of another round of reforms; to
take into account that it is virtually impossible now to justify the morality of national
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liberation movements that use terrorist methods due to the collapse of the colonial sys-
tem and the occupation of the territory of one country by another country, which does
not in fact happen today.

Thus, the object of research could only be such a type of terrorism ideology as
state political terrorism.
